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PRIMARY HEALTH PROFESSIONALS

Primary health care teams will provide child health care
checks to children under the age of 16 years and primary
health services as a follow-up to the Child Health Checks.

Teams will also be vital in coordinating specialist follow
up care including hearing, oral health and ear, nose
and throat.

Team members will be deployed to one of six Central
Australian/Barkly service clusters zones.

S DENTAL PROFESSIONALS

Oral health is one of the key health issues identified
through the first stage of the child health checks and
a number of children required treatment under
general anesthetic.

The work that needs to be undertaken involves provision
of oral health assessment and treatment including
preventive treatment and education. An oral health
surgical team will treat small children and complex cases
that require treatment under general anesthetic.

Teams of oral health professionals will provide oral
health services as a follow-up to the Child Health Check.
The oral health services will include assessment and
treatment (including operating theatre-based surgery)
and preventative care to children. Dental teams will be
supported by the primary health care teams and will
follow up and post and pre surgical care.

Our goal in dental services is to make outreach dental
services to children a priority.

Clinical services will be provided in a mobile clinic or
a purpose built clinic that can be transported by truck
to communities.

Ear health is one of the key health issues identified
through Phase One of the child health checks.

A significant portion of children who have been
referred for ENT services and a number will require
ENT specialist services,

Services to be provided include the provision of ear health
eduction and surgical treatment. Hearing tests and follow
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up will be managed from hearing booths constructed and
placed in the communities. The primary health care teams
based in the areas will support Audiologist’s undertaking
work there and a mix of service delivery models may be
used including ‘fly-in, fly-out’, transportation of children to
booths and services and, as much as possible, testing and
care for children near or in their communities.
