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McMinn Street Duplication and Landscaping

The Department of Planning and Infrastructure advises that 
construction work to duplicate McMinn Street and complete 
associated landscaping will commence in the 2009 dry 
season.

The work will take place between Foelsche Street and 
Frances Bay Drive and will include substantial landscaping 
works to beautify the area, new street lighting, a new cycle 
and pedestrian path and the installation of a safety balustrade. 
The landscaping will improve aesthetics of McMinn Street, a 
major route to the city, and provide an entrance statement 
for the Darwin Waterfront Precinct.

The duplication will improve traffic flow and access to the 
Waterfront Precinct.Construction is expected to run over eight 
months. Throughout the work, changed traffic conditions will 
be in place, with prior notice given to adjacent residents and 
motorists using the area. Variable message boards will be in 
place to advise motorists of current and upcoming changes to 
traffic conditions.
