No Drinking in Public in Mataranka

In response to an application from the Mataranka Community Government Council, the NT

Licensing Commission has declared the area of Mataranka within the town boundaries, a
public restricted (dry) area.

From 21 April 2008 no-one can drink alcohol in public within the Mataranka town boundary,
as indicated on the map below.
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Signs are located at various points around the town to mark the boundary.
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Penalties

It is an offence to drink alcohol in a public restricted area without a special event permit.

Penalties for drinking alcohol without a special event permit include:
Removal of alcohol
A $100 fine
A fine of up to $500 if the matter goes to court
A possible ban from drinking.

Repeat offenders, people who receive multiple fines or are the subject of a number of
complaints made to police, may be referred to the Alcohol Court for mandatory
rehabilitation.
