Mutual Recognition Registration Requirements

Adjudicators who are registered in Western Australia or Queensland have the right to seek registration in the Northern Territory under the Part 3 mutual recognition principle. 
An application for registration as an adjudicator in the Northern Territory under mutual recognition, is required under section 19 of the Mutual Recognition Act 1992 to:  

(a) state that the applicant is registered as an adjudicator in Western Australia under the Construction Contracts Act 2004 or in Queensland under the Building and Construction Industry Payments Act 2004 ; 

(b) state that registration as an adjudicator is sought in accordance with the mutual recognition principle; 

(c) specify all the States in which the applicant has substantive registration for equivalent occupations; 

(d) state that the applicant is not the subject of disciplinary proceedings in any State (including any preliminary investigations or action that might lead to disciplinary proceedings) in relation to those occupations; 

(e) state that the applicant’s registration in any State is not cancelled or currently suspended as a result of disciplinary action; 

(f) state that the applicant is not otherwise personally prohibited from carrying on any such occupation in any State, and are not subject to any special conditions in carrying on that occupation, as a result of criminal, civil or disciplinary proceedings in any State; 

(g) specify any special conditions to which the applicant is subject in carrying on any such occupation in any State; 

(h) give consent to the making of inquiries of, and the exchange of information with, the authorities of any State regarding the applicant’s activities in the relevant occupation or occupations or otherwise regarding matters relevant to the notice; and 

(i) the statements and other information in the application must be verified by statutory declaration (i.e. either the whole application must be in the form of a statutory declaration or at the end of the application you must make a declaration to the effect that all statements made and information provided in your application are true and correct).  The following declatation form may be used: Insert link to Blank declaration  Applicants not need to strictly follow this form, but all declarations must contain an acknowledgement that they are true in every particular and a statement to the effect that the person making a false declaration is guilty of an offence.

Declarations must be signed in the presence of a witness who has attained the age of 18 years and after witnessing the signing of a statutory declaration, the witness must legibly write, type or stamp their name and contact address or telephone number below their signature.

Applications must be accompanied by an application fee of $100 and either the original or a copy of the instrument evidencing the applicant’s existing registration in Western Australia or Queensland (or, if there is no such instrument, by sufficient information to identify the applicant and their registration).  Applicants must certify in their applications, that the accompanying document evidencing their existing registration is the original or a complete and accurate copy of the original.
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
