Background to our Service

Parks and Wildlife, as part of the Department of Natural Resources, Environment and the Arts manages
around 93 parks and reserves in the Northern Territory. These natural areas offer a variety of habitats to
explore and experience.

If you plan to visit one of our parks or reserves and you would like a little help interpreting the Park environment
and its features to your group, then Community Education Rangers are available to help out with your
excursion.

The Community Education Unit has designed a range of activities. These programs are a balance of fun
and challenging activities which require individuals to investigate and discover for themselves. Ideally a mix
of Ranger-guided and self-guided activities will make your day in the Park a valuable experience.

If you are unable to make it to a Park or Reserve, a visit to your group can be organised with a Community
Education Ranger.
