Deadline for NT Landcare Awards Draws Nearer

“The Landcare Awards are a great chance to highlight the hard work and dedication of volunteers
working to protect the Territory’s precious natural resources.”

Mr Forwood said it is vital that volunteers who work tirelessly across the country in sometimes
difficult environments are recognised for their dedication and success.

He said winners from each category will receive a trophy and a cash prize of $1000.

“All NT winners excluding the local category winner (Bushfires NT Fire Management Award), also
automatically go on to become finalists in the 2008 National Landcare Awards, to be held at
Parliament House in Canberra 2008,” Mr Forwood said.

“Finalists can select two representatives to be flown to Canberra to attend the gala dinner and
ceremony and the national winner will receive a further cash prize of $1000.”
