“Earlier this year more than 600 people attended the first 2010 Desart in the Park event in 
March with more than $35,000 in sales on the night.  

“It’s a great time to come out to the Desert Park with the native plants and animals flourishing 
following all the recent rains.  

“Visitors can enjoy a market style dinner under the stars as they browse the markets with a 
range of food and beverage options to suit the whole range of tastes and budgets including an 
outdoor barbecue with sausage sandwiches and souvlaki style wraps.”  

Desart Executive Officer John Oster said Art Centres are a vital part of community life in 
remote Central Australia.  

“As well as providing much needed income and employment opportunities they actively 
support the maintenance of culture in communities,” Mr Oster said.
