
 

 

 

How Do I Claim My $30 Cane Toad Trap Rebate? 
 
 
The NT Government has provided $100,000 for Territorians to claim the $30 cane 
toad trap rebate. 
 
 
When your purchase an authorised cane toad trap, manufactured by either 
FrogWatch or Paul Baker, the winner of the NT Government’s National Cane Toad 
Trap Competition, you are eligible to claim the rebate. 
 
 
Please ensure when you purchase a trap from locations such as Pet Shops or 
Hardware Stores, that you obtain a receipt of purchase and that it states you 
purchased a FrogWatch or Paul Baker manufactured trap. 
 
 
Without this verification you won’t be eligible for the rebate. 
 
 
You can claim the rebate either in person or by mailing their receipt and return 
address details to:
