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Liquor Act

NOTICE OF DECLARATION OF GENERAL
RESTRICTED AREA - EAST ARNHEM REGION

The Northern Territory Licensing Commission, under
section 82 of the Liquor Act, gives notice that it has,
under section 81(1)(b) of the Act, declared the area of land
described in Part A of Schedule 1 to be a general restricted
area, excluding the land on which each of the licensed
premises specified in Part B of Schedule 1 is situated.

The possession and consumption of liquor within the general
restricted area is strictly subject to conditions of a permit
issued by the Commission. Vehicles, aircraft and vessels
used to bring liquor illegally into the general restricted area
may be seized and forfeited.

Under section 124 of the Act, a person who contravenes
section 75(1) of the Act is liable on being found guilty to a
penalty not exceeding:

(a)  for the first offence - $1 000 or imprisonment for 6
months; and

(b) for a second or subsequent offence - $2 000 or
imprisonment for 12 months.

Section 75 of the Act is set out in Schedule 2.

Part A

All that part of the Arnhem Land Mainland, Islands and Sea
near Gove Peninsula in the Northern Territory of Australia

minutes; thence westerly to the northern bank of the mouth
of Walker River at Low Water; thence northwesterly to the
point of commencement, including there-in the whole of
Wigram Island to Low Water Mark.

SCHEDULE 2
775 Prohibitions for restricted areas
(1) Subject to this Part, a person shall not -
(a) bring liquor into;
(b) have liquor in his possession or under his
control within; or
(c) consume, sell or otherwise dispose of liquor
within,
a general restricted area.

(1A) Subsection (1), other than paragraph (c) so far as it
relates to the sale of liquor in a general restricted
area, does not apply to liquor that is being or will be -
(a) brought into a general restricted area; and
(b) administered within a general restricted area,
for the purposes of worship associated with the
celebration of the Holy Communion or any other
religious service by a person approved by the
Commission (for the purposes of paragraph (a)
or (b) or of both (a) and (b)).

(1B) A person is guilty of an offence if the person consumes
liquor within a public restricted area.
Maximum penalty for an offence against subsection
(1B): $500.

(1C) Subsection (1B) does not apply if the liquor is
consumed:

(a) in accordance with a permit granted under
section 89A; or

(b) for the purposes of worship associated with the
celebration of the Holy Communion.

(2)  In any proceeding for an offence against this section,

a certificate, purporting to be signed by a person

who claims in the certificate to be the Director or a

Deputy Director, stating that a place was or was not,

at a specified time, within a restricted area is evidence

of the facts stated.
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
